What is it?

The programme is a series of five Master Classes each held for one day during the period January to May 2020. Each day 
combines leadership development with input and discussion from experienced leaders from the Life and Chemical Sciences 
sector for a group of emerging leaders in Life and Chemical Sciences. The Master Classes each have a theme associated with 
the manufacturing strategy for the sector in Scotland and focus on a particular aspect of transformational leadership.

The nominees should be highly promising individuals from the Life and Chemicals Science sector who show potential to be key 
industry leaders in the next 5 to 10 years. There must be evidence of a high level of achievement and the ability to embrace new 
and challenging thinking.
